Dear Parents / Carers 

I regularly engage with individual parents and carers about the world in which we are bringing up our children. Potentially, 

children spend a great deal of time in an online world which is information rich (although this is all too often dominated by 

either fake news or items which cause distress). We explicitly teach children, through both the Computing and PSHE programs, 

how to stay safe online and how to interpret the reliability of sources of information.  

I feel strongly that our school’s curriculum, while underpinned by the National Curriculum, must have the space to respond to 

the events that take place locally, nationally and globally. You will be aware that I recently addressed concerns about Ukraine’s 

situation within our school assembly. It is important for you to know that, when there are items like this in the public sphere, 

we are very likely to discuss them openly with children, carefully balancing what we share. In a school of nearly 500 children, 

avoiding addressing events is not an option, as children will talk amongst themselves! 

However, we work hard to find the balance between news that may cause discomfort alongside items which will put a smile 

on our faces. We certainly never want to catastrophise our curriculum by providing only the negatives. Please do speak to your 

child about events taking place in the world, ahead of them coming to school. As ever, if you would like advice about how to 

manage these conversations, we are always happy to help.

It’s more important now than ever to continue to travel actively. Active travel is a great way to build physical activity into 
children’s daily routine. It helps them arrive to school more relaxed and alert, and is great for their mental wellbeing too. A 
2021 YouGov study showed nearly half of UK children worry about air pollution near their school. And that children thought 
active travel was the best way to bring down these pollution levels. Taking part in Sustrans Big Walk and Wheel and travelling 
actively to school instead of driving, is a great and fun way to reduce congestion and air pollution outside the school gate. 
 
ECO-COUNCIL INITIATIVE 
 
On Thursday morning, our Eco-Council carried out their first 
initiative, working with Kate Salter from BCP. The children 
monitored school drop-off, counting the number of cars that 
were ‘idling’ - meaning they kept their engine running.   
 
Additionally, our Eco-Council placed diffusion tubes in 
locations around school in order to be able to analyse the pollutants in our area. All this is with a view to reducing traffic and 
pollution.
